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The purpose of this stud% is to clarify the causes of the almost
simultaneous formation of social movements and their foundational ideas in various parts of the
world in modern and contemporary history. Through four years of research, we have empirically
elucidated from an ideology-historical perspective that the cause of this is the global diffusion of

movements and ideas and its mechanisms, and have almost achieved the objective of our research.
This is demonstrated in concrete examples in “ The Global Diffusion of Social Movements: ldeas and
Movements Created and Practiced” (ed. Hikaru Tanaka; Tokyo: Ronsosha, March 2023) and “ Japanese
Anarchism Across Borders: From the End of the 19th Century to the Middle of the 20th Century” (ed.
Hikaru Tanaka; Tokyo: Suiseisha, February 2024).
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
